Perform minor repairs to vending machines; assist in major repairs; clean vending
machines and adjacent areas;

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

One year's experience servicing vending machines and possession of a valid motor
vehicle operator's license.

Technical or vocational training in electro-mechanical equipment may substitute for
required work experience.

Equivalent education/experience will substitute for all minimum qualifications except when
there are legal requirements, such as a license/certification/registration.

Examination Requirements:
